« Patient may brings his/her own medication, including insulin pens/vial or syringers, needles, blood glucose monitor,
lancets and test strips to hospital..
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« Please keep patient blood glucose monitor, lancets and test strips as it patient's own property for use on discharge .
« Please dispose of insulin pens/vial or syringers.

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« Contact ward Pharmacistto order new insulin pens/vial if appropriate.

« Please also ensure all lancets and pen device are removed and discarded from the blood glucose
monitor in the green emergency bag.

« Health care staff should not use the pen device and lancets from the blood glucose monitor if they are not
trained to do.

+ Health care staff should only use safety approved devices by MHRA to minimise risk of sharps injuries.

« On discharge please give back patient his/her blood glucose monitor/lancets and test stips and diabetes medications as
prescribed TTA's.
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When Health care staff are administering a patient’s insulin a Sharps Safety Device is used.
