Risk Rating 

Assess each hazard for its adequacy in controlling risks, noting any deficiencies in control measures under ‘Comments’.

Assign a risk grading to each issue / hazard (Low, Medium, or High).  In determining the Risk Rating consider the measures / safeguards needed and the degree to which these are met, e.g. 10 staff require health and safety training and only 5 are trained, (an High Risk should be recorded because of the potential impact (approximately 50% compliance).   

Risk Grading:
Low Risk (Green):  Broadly compliant - existing Controls meet current compliance and service requirements.  More might be possible for excellence, if further resources are available (e.g. compliance of 2 First-Aiders in place, but more than 2 is excellent for identified locality).

Medium Risk (Amber):   Partially compliant - some deficiency in control measures requiring further actions to address shortfall is required as-soon-as-possible.

High Risk (Red):  Not compliant - immediate priority action must be taken to reduce identified hazard to as low a risk as reasonably practicable. 

Where control measures are reasonably adequate the Risk Rating will be Low - an High Hazard does not necessarily constitute an High Risk, i.e. risk grading is dictated by control measures.
