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Baseline Questions
"Where have you lived in the last 12 months?"
· If the patient has lived in the UK: No further questions.
· If the patient has lived in the UK and it is clear they may be here unlawfully: Ask for proof of residence, such as:
· A copy of their passport, share code (e-visa), or UK driver’s license.
· A copy of utility bills (e.g., water, electricity, gas), council tax, and bank statements.
· If the patient has lived outside the UK: Ask the following:
· “Do you have a non-UK issued European Health Insurance Card (EHIC), settled or pre-settled status under the EU Settlement Scheme, have you paid the Immigration Health Surcharge (IHS), have travel insurance, or hold any other document confirming entitlement to free NHS care?”
· If a non-UK issued EHIC is provided: Record the details of the card and inform the Overseas Visitors Team. For other cases, simply inform the Overseas Visitors Team.
