Senior Nurse). It is not open to
any other staff group.

The day is interactive and all

candidates will be expected

to participate, taking on the

role of both the Team Leader
and feam member.

As such you will be required to
perform the range of skills
required by resuscitation team
members such as defibrillation,
airway management and
chest compressions.

The course is not a skills
teaching session or workshop,
it focuses on developing the
DSN on being the Team
Leader at a medical
emergency. Therefore it is
important that candidates are
fully conversant in the delivery
of all the skills required by
resuscitation team members
before attending the day.

Candidates are strongly
advised to read the ILS
manual a number of times
before attending the day,
and practice skills using your
local training equipment
where skill fade/gaps are
identfified.
