9. Review in MDT meetings

Services must review and update the care plan and risk assessment
for all children/unborn subject to Child Protection Plans (CPP) and
all Children Looked After (CLA) through their local Multi-Disciplinary
Team (MDT) meetings, in consultation with the local Named
Professional for Safeguarding Children.
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10. Escalate if CP-IS alert is missing or incorrect

Should any child/unborn child known to be subjected to a Child Protection Plan
or be a Child Looked After and not have a CP-IS alert, or have a CP-IS alert which
does not reflect their current step down status, please inform the
